The Architectural Works Copyright Protection Act of 1990 exempls from infringement
“pictures, paintings, photographs, or other pictorial representations” of copyrighted
buildings. This safe harbor protects the inlerests of the public in being able to perceive
greal works of architecture. But the exemptions do not embrace three-dimensional
madels, which can be perceved by the vismally impaired.
